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[ Abstract] In this article, related reports and news during the “Orange
Revolution” in Ukraine issued on New York Times, a major newspaper known as
the “mainstream media template” of the U.S., are selected as samples.
Framework analysis, which is usually used in Western journalism studies, is
employed. To be more specific, this article reviews the evolution of focus and

attitudes of this newspaper on related topics of “Orange Revolution” from both
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surface framework and deep framework, mainly focusing on its methods and
framework in constructing images of its political leaders, Ukraine and related
stakeholders. This article aims at deepening understanding on American media’s
rules in reporting international issues, exploring its means and strategies in
“flexible” interference in other countries’ domestic affairs.
